ii. Faith, for Luke is a trusting in God – e.g. Mary
iii. Faith is requisite for release from illness
iv. Apostles upbraided for lack of faith
v. Faith relationship is manifest in Prayer
vi. Jesus prays before every key moment in ministry in Luke
c. Conversion/Repentance
i. Metanoi/a = turn from sin to a new beginning
ii. Luke uses this terminology more than any of the Synoptics
iii. Repentance is related to Forgiveness  (Luke 17:3-4)

i. Luke show contrast of Grace vs Merit
1. Widow at Simon’s house (Luke 7:36-50)
